The JHIP was developed by a multi-agency working group, which included council officers, NHS staff, voluntary sector and other public sector representatives. The Aberdeenshire Community Planning Partnership agreed the plan earlier this year and was endorsed by the Community Health Partnership and the Council.

In addition to the JHIP, a leaflet summarising priorities and objectives is also available, designed for a wide range of people and professionals who work, or have an interest, in health improvement.
