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Recent media reports have placed a spotlight on proposed staff reductions in the NHS.

The Scottish Government has increased the NHS budget this year in spite of cuts to our overall budget.  We intend to do everything we can in future years to protect the NHS budget as well.

However, NHS budgets – like all budgets – are tight in this financial climate.

NHS Boards have to deliver services more efficiently to ensure that they are sustainable for the future and in this context they are projecting workforce reductions over the rest of this year.  However, these are not set in stone and will continue to be the subject of discussion locally.

On 3 June, I wrote to all NHS staff in Scotland to give my personal reassurance and to reinforce three very important guarantees, which are:  

· There will be no compulsory redundancies in the NHS.  That is job security that few others have in this economic climate but it  is job security you deserve;

· Quality of care will be our guiding principle.  Headlines about job losses are bound to cause concern not just about your own job but also about the standard and quality of care for patients.  I absolutely share your commitment to quality of care; and
· By the end of this term of the Scottish Government, there will be more people working in the NHS than there were at the start – demonstrating the commitment we all have to the NHS in spite of the financial challenges we face.
I would like to thank you again for all the work that you do.  I am all too aware that your job is not easy but I know that we have an NHS to be proud of because of the staff who work in it.

The designated patient information centre at Dufftown Health Centre was officially opened by Dr Tom Heneghan on Monday 28 June at 2.45pm.

Dufftown Health Centre now has a designated patient information centre amongst the resources and facilities on offer - where people can access free health information, both via leaflets and also through the use of the free Healthline number 0500202030.

The patient information centre supports Well North, which is a pilot anticipatory care project, designed to improve the health of people experiencing health inequalities in remote and rural areas of the North of Scotland, with a particular focus on early intervention with adults at risk of cardiovascular disease and diabetes.

Health checks have been offered by the Dufftown Well North project nurses to people within the Dufftown Medical Practice for over a year now, monitoring blood pressure, checking BMI, height and weight measurements and cholesterol levels, giving lifestyle advice (tobacco, alcohol, physical activity) to those who need it and directing them to services and facilities in Dufftown and the surrounding areas to help them maintain and/or improve their health.
